Any changes will be posted on www.doublermudtrack.com. It is your responsibility to be aware of changes posted. These rules shall govern the condition of all AMRA events.  Mud Racing is a competitive sport, and, like any other sporting event, it depends on fan support. There is also a great deal of showmanship and public relations required. Starting on time, running events in a professional manner, proper uniforms or attire, race trucks brightly painted and the conduct of the competitors both on and off the track must be 
established.

Double R Mud Track is held on private property. Any person on this property without the permission of the track owners is guilty of trespassing and subject to the penalties prescribed by law. Through your truck registration, you have been given the authority and the right to be on this property in conjunction with your mud racing activity only.   However, the track owners of the race track reserves the right to revoke and cancel this authority at any time it is felt that your presence or conduct is not in the best interest of mud racing, your fellow competitors, the fans, management, or officials of the Double R Mud Track.  Although every effort has been directed toward complete, understandable, and correct rules, as well as the same factors in putting them into print, we cannot possibly anticipate every situation, circumstance, or interpretation.
